2026 Ministry Theme Spotlight 

KINGDOM: God’s Authority on Earth 

This focus calls us beyond church 
activity and into Kingdom living—

where God’s rule governs our hearts, our decisions, our 
relationships, and our witness in the earth. The Kingdom of God 
is not merely a future hope; it is a present reality that we are 
called to represent daily through obedience, righteousness, and 
spiritual authority.

January 2026 Kingdom Fast 

To begin the year in spiritual alignment and consecration, we will 
observe a January Kingdom Fast for all 31 days of the month. 

• Fasting Window: Each day from 6:00 AM – 6:00 PM. 
Participants may also commit to a partial fast of 6:00 AM – 
12:00 PM or 6:00 AM – 2:00 PM, according to ability and 
prayerful conviction. 

• Fast Type: Water only (no food during fasting hours) 

This fast is not about restriction—it is about realignment. 
Through fasting, we intentionally quiet the flesh so that our spirits 
may be sharpened to discern God’s voice, direction, and authority 
more clearly. 

How Fasting Supports Our Kingdom Focus 

Fasting positions us to: 

• Submit fully to God’s authority (Luke 4:1–14) 

• Strengthen spiritual discipline and obedience 
(Matthew 6:16–18) 

• Heighten spiritual sensitivity and discernment (Isaiah 
58:6–9) 

• Advance Kingdom authority through prayer and 
humility (Mark 9:29) 

When we fast together, we declare that God reigns first—over 
our appetites, our schedules, our priorities, and our lives. This 
collective act of surrender prepares us to walk boldly as Kingdom 
citizens who reflect God’s rule on earth. 

As we move through the first quarter, teachings, fellowship, and 
prayer gatherings will continue to build upon this Kingdom 
foundation.
